I am going to ask about your opinion, attitudes and knowledge of ICT along with some other enablers or barriers that you night think of using g ICT in EFL teaching So let me start off by the first question, What do you think is the value of using ICT in EFL teaching and why?
Interviewee: 	Yes, thank you Sami. I think ICT is very important and significate to use in classrooms for language teachers in these day as you know that technology now is increasing and it has to be used. students will feel the difference in learning with ICT compared to the old teaching styles.
Interviewer: 	Why it is very important?
Interviewee: 	You know that using for example some kind of ICT tools in teaching listening for example is another great media that will improve students’ learning of English which will lead to effective teaching style.
Interviewer: 	OK What kind of ICT skills do you have to enable EFL teaching?

Also, sometimes my students can join the chatting tools we use online to practice writing and communicating with each other’s using English language while they can have some mistakes other will correct or even the use of auto correction to help them like self-leaning. Sometimes I’m open to know more so I download materials from the Internet and use it in my lesson. I also can apply the social media tools like Facebook and twitter or even arrange for skype calling with a native speaker to join the class online. this is really a valuable thing that should not be neglected for the use of ICT in teaching English language.
Interviewer: 	Ok, my third question, what impact do you think ICT will have on EFL teaching?
Interviewee: 	I’m sure it has good impact in all aspects. 
Interviewer: 	Do you think that ICT has some positive impact on EFL teaching?
Interviewee: 	I am pretty sure that using it in a good way will lead to positive outcome. 
Interviewer: 	what ways do you think is it really positive?
Interviewee: 	Ok not only that it has immense positive impact because what is important to students is, especially, when language is not superb or language is not reliable as first language, it can be frustrating sometime, so the usually technology can actually, instantly motivate to, to learners because, not everything can be learned at one course, so they can learn by anywhere so they need. Interviewee: 	technology using for learning, can end up very importantly being used to distract the classroom, this is how it is in the classroom, if the teacher is trying to use mobile phone or IPad, in the class techniques, they have, so it can be the set-up, sometimes bullying anyone and I think they think of in terms of language 
Interviewer: 	we'll be talking about that more in question 5, which is Barriers and enablers, but now we're talking about how you use ICT in EFL teaching? and if not, why not?
Interviewee: 	a how do we use it?
Interviewer: 	Can you find an example of how to use it in classroom and how to use the applications in pronunciation for examples?
Interviewee: 	I can think of one example, I think we use, it's very critical that students learn to request, on what they have done well at the lesson they have or what not done so well in their project for instance, or did in a classroom activation, so, they  read a portfolio it can be used within anything, blogs, attendance , Facebook, or on broadcast, so it's good today about technique to reflect on the whole commitment test so this is how language reflect at their little back they' earned and they read necessary things and  this how it is profitable in what they learn and there are many collaborating tools, where students can actually be members of forums and follow the  Facebook even, of course we can use 9:55 so where students can collaborate within the class, as well as  beyond their classroom is someone whom  they do not even know , this is how technology is so powerful, so, and the acquaintance in their app like word blog where students create, expand circles, expand of, so these are some of the public schools I can think of in counsel to help students that manner, what is important is to I am interested, there is no, as I have said it, these tools act as a transformative tools for students to learn and teachers to transform their lessons. 
Interviewer: 	That’s interesting, can you, identify ICT barriers and enablers in EFL teaching for example in secondary schools? So, let's start by the barriers 
Interviewee: 	well I think the barriers can be as you know  some interesting issues, for instance not all students they ,because  at moment I talked about that students be eager to learn anything, anytime, anywhere, else, not at exactly need the possible mobile devices to learns such as, to control on laptop, iPad, the mobile, e the phone, the phone very popular these days, but they also should tend to if in terms some have some do not have so there would be there would be some kind of interest in students for learning. If they also have access to all this technology, were ahead of others because when students didn't have they can't try that so these are some of the issues , ethical issues that I can see, then, in terms of school, in terms of structure, where they have availability of very beauty of ICT infrastructure, how strong they are, how open they are, how adequate they are, where is it in all the students then for instance whether it has whether the infrastructure is good and connected to facilities, whatever. A pack work, a good pack work is very important in terms of computer instance actually and one of the very important aspects is when we talk about, using ICT in EFL class, we talked about, in EFL teaching, we're talking about pedagogy, ICT is can be dangerous if you can do more harm than good if you do not know how to use it in a pedagogically sound way. So, if teacher does not include in this, in mostly of this, even if there were a counter thinking for use, this is bad  for students' discipline and  can be still problem, can be a barrier, and other barriers can be the technical skill of whoever is adapting as well as to listen to a students as well as teacher and if they don't have the technical skill, it can still be a problem, can still be a barrier, so and..
Interviewer: 	Do you think school location has something to do with ICT?
Interviewee: 	school location? 
Interviewer: 	I mean, whether the school is inside the city or outside the city?
Interviewer: 	you mentioned this infrastructure makes a difference
Interviewee: 	I think that it does make lot of differences, this really effect the status of ICT. School located within the city are much more lucky because they exactly have more access to all sorts of hardware and software and easily available and in the rural and area where everything seems to have less of access, and the transportation is not good so it can be noticed that clearly can, still be a if they provide ICT tools to all schools anywhere similarly regardless of their location. So yeah school location does a big difference when talking about ICT.

Interviewee: 	Well, the quality 
Interviewer: 	what you said about the knowledge of using 
Interviewee: 	they should be good quality, ICT needs good quality and then they should be good about system if we are talking in terms of using ICT in school, infrastructure could use EFL so good infrastructure is very important too. Also, the school policies of using ICT which there is found no ICT limited policy to enhance the use of it in school or control its use in class.

Interviewee: 	I can see that because because, as it is for example the teacher moves and has lots of enthusiasm, he moves me his way with for example, he's even in terms of using technology in a pedagogically sound manner, but if there is no support from the administrations then the policy comes in, so I think they should have this in mind.

Interviewee: 	Of course it's relevant that can be used in every classroom settings, for that be good and also professional development, on how to use technology to transform learning that was difficult and other way if somebody knew how to use technology in ethics good enough then will might as well employee. software engineer teaching that will work, so, so we have  a so the enablers, the legacies has to be open to innovation, innovative ideas, so include, include ICT support and that is  very critical in this school,  from my students, from what I have seen, as it cannot solve all the technical problems, even I have to learn myself, and then do it, there is computers in the lab, computers in the lab does not function, because some software go down, that I cannot fix, it is one of the technique I can't fix, if there is no support for the techniques then it is again, there are lightning tests, these are some of the barriers, so I think if we can advert all this, something can be....
Interviewer: 	do you think, do you believe that this student, should have access to use  ICT inside the classroom?

Interviewee: 	 I do believe that, this student should have and should be allowed to use whatever kind of mobile devices, , in the classroom, there are people who do not agree on that like someone who is for that kind of
Interviewer: 	any reason for that?
Interviewee: 	reason, , because, these days, books for example, are big and  very thick, even the class upon it the some objects these did not contrast anymore, for instance, so, that way the information in the book is not applicable for you for that one and then mobile devices, what is important is not all students are good speakers and good at English, for instance, because we're talking about English as a foreign language, know that to learn, it is one way to learn is by practicing, one way to write is writing in sentence. So, If you have these mobile devices, that is possible, and writing on a paper and then turning the front page so only the teacher sees, and if you have this very many students then students outcome can be highly achieve good one.
