Interviewee:	 and you got me this question what do I think is the value of using ICT in EFL teaching, actually the value of EL... of  ICT in EFL teaching,  I think using the ICT in teaching, I think that the value of using ICT in  EFL teaching is  very important.
It makes the teaching process more easy and it helps  enhance the learning process, for example, make the students engaged, to be engaged more easily, attract the students, and for the teachers, it's, you know, have some dimensions, for example, teaching dimensions, which is the making for teacher goals more easily, and for example communication dimensions which is, for example, to contact more easily with your students, to see if their e-mails, their assignments by  using e-mails, so you can contact them every, anytime, anywhere, so...
Interviewer: 	You've mentioned that the value is very important. Can you say why is very important using ICT in teaching?
Interviewee:	 Yeah, you know, nowadays, ICT is very important, to push it in no way
Interviewer:	 It's everywhere.
Interviewee: 	Yeah, as already you know. As you know, our kids, our problem, our students loves, love ICT, love computers, love and now using smart phones. So, everyone can use a smart phone, so it's easily to sent them, for example, an English learning websites, an English learning video, so it's more easy, for example to ask them to come to the classroom, and tell them this is the website, this is the, how to spell the particular word, so it's easy to just send them the English learning website or a English learning video or English learning whatever, so they can check and let them find by themselves and take their time.
Interviewer:	, yeah, thank you. Second question is what kind of ICT skills do you have to enable EFL teaching?
Interviewee: 	Personal skills, as for personal skills I know how to use the smart phones, computers, e-mails, and social needs as well, Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, Snapchat.

Interviewer: 	Do you think that availability also of the resources ICT and such schools, so may school location whether onside the city or outside the city
