Interviewer: 	Ok, mmm let me first say  thank you very much for accepting this invitation to participate in my interview for the stage of data collection umm, so yeah that's really appreciated so thank you very much again for that
Interviewee: 	No worries, that's fine.
Interviewer: 	Mainly my five questions will focus on the use of ICT on teaching EFL
Interviewee: 	yeah
Interviewer: 	I am going to ask about your opinion, attitudes, and knowledge of ICT along with some other enablers or barriers, that you might think of using ICT in EFL teaching. So let me start off by the first question, What do you think is the value of using ICT in EFL teaching?
Interviewee: 	Yeah, thank you Sammy, for giving me this opportunity to talk to you about this, about my experience in teaching umm, so, in term of, the ICT, I think it is very important, in teaching, as you know, that's today and every day and every, everywhere you can find the technology in our daily life. For example, using data show it's very important and significant way to make the lesson easy, in both teaching and learning. Also, also we use communication technology to share or engage with our students, who umm, enrolled online or enrolled of campus. We can share them all ideas, we can share everything about that. Some students couldn't come to the school or to the university, or anywhere, any education institution, and we can meet them online, talk with them, share them all our ideas, share them everything about our lecture or our lessons. So, the ICT is very important nowadays, in teaching or in both teaching and learning, it's very helpful for all students.
Interviewer: 	So let me ask you, why do you think it is very important?
Interviewee: 	As I told you before, that's the students can learn by reading from the data show, they can find all information in front of him, and it's easy also for the teacher, he write all his aims for the lessons, on the board for the students they can read it, and, also they can remind students after that previous lesson they can go and check what's the lesson was about, and what's talking about, and how was the activity in that lessons without writing, using the notes or using the books, it's very important now for students because you know, that technology advance. And, really I like this way in teaching and when I was teaching in my country I just using a board to write, it's not, it's bored way or it's a traditional way, to teach students, but technology, I saw that in Australia, here it's very important to teach and using data show or using all the technology advanced.
Interviewer: 	Ok, thank you very much, well, that brings me to the next question
What kind of ICT skills do you have to enable EFL teaching?
Interviewee: 	Yeah as I told you, as I said that using data show for umm in teaching as is very helpful for students to know what is their lessons about, also using computer and laptop, in the lecture, allow the students to check the lecture, to check the goals of the lesson to check everything can about the lesson, to check the idea that the teacher is going to teach them in. Nowadays, to keep in the zone of the lecture that student just read from the data show, what's the lesson, read what they are going to discover on this lesson, they read everything about the lecture. It's very important, very helpful, to aa use data show in the schools, for students, use data show in university and as you know that we use it everywhere now, because the advanced technology.
Interviewer: 	Can you give more examples please?
Interviewer: 	Ok I use the PowerPoint quit often in my EFL teaching as its easier for me in term of preparation and for students to focus. Also it is not relay complicated to apply and I can just save my files in memory devices and just plug it in any computer at my school. I interact with my students through emails and communicate using social media like Facebook and Twitter. In my school, we’ve developed a blackboard and a portal for students to submit their assignments, homework and download other teaching materials which are available online in an easy access. We have a reliable access to a wireless Internet connection in school and teachers are encouraged to bring their personal laptops to schools and just plug it in a data show for example. Although there is a computer lab in our school but also the data projectors are available in each classroom
Interviewer: 	Let's move on to the third question
Interviewee: 	alright
Interviewer:		 What impact do you think ICT will have on EFL teaching?
Interviewee:  	I think it's helpful, to teach students, in school, , all the skill exactly, in teaching English language, all skill like reading writing, , listening, so students can use data show for their presentation, for example, to remind them the point that they are going to talk about, it's make the using data show for example, make the lesson easier than using the traditional way in teaching then using the chalk board to write something, that's a very traditional things, we can't extensively use it nowadays because you know all students have mobile phone, all students have tablet, all students have laptop, all students using data show, using everything like technology, it's very important to use it.
Interviewer: 	So do you think the ICT has an or has a positive impact on EFL teaching?
 Interviewee: 	yeah, it is.  
Interviewer: 	So, when you say, yes it is, in what ways do you think it is really positive?
Interviewee: 	Ammm, actually
Interviewer: 	like in what terms of teaching or...
Interviewee: 	actually it's important  now in all terms of teaching
Interviewer: 	mhm
Interviewee: 	yeah, you can lose
Interviewer: 	Can you give more example please?
Interviewee: 	Yeah, for example, if we use presentation for example, if we have a task, as a teacher we have a task of course for students to do presentation, and we have to avoid that students, for example fear that he is scary and in front of students, just if he has a data show he will just looking at a data show and explain the point that he arranges in his presentation. It's very important for students to do presentation and also, and to share with teacher for example sending assignment, or sending an activity, so they are using the online to send for the teacher better than writing and give them a time, what's a time actually, in the lesson, and you know that's the lesson just an hour or 45 minutes, that's mean is not enough time to give the students for example, twenty minutes, to write. 
Interviewer: 	Do you think ICT has any negative side of thing? 
Interviewee: 	I think the facilities in schools it's very important. If the school have enough facilities, to teach ICT that's mean the teaching pedagogy will be perfect. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Interviewer: 	and the teacher will be happy and comfortable to teach students in that school. So, I think the negative point there, if the students haven’t or any of the teachers haven't had any training, to teach student, or using internet to teach student, that's mean, the way to teach students will be boring and belated for something. Actually, my opinion, I like using this facilities like data show.
Interviewer: 	We'll come to the barriers and enablers in a minute but, before we go to that, how do you use ICT in your EFL teaching?  
Interviewee: 	We use it just for data show, 
Interviewer: 	 like presentation, 
Interviewee: 	Yeah, yeah, and sometime we ask students to get their computers with them, laptops, with them, for example if we have, any idea  and show how they are printing, how they are using the keyboard, in English language, because you know that's the students from different countries, from Japan, from Korea, from Arab countries, Middle-East, yeah it's alright, so umm all  the students need laptop, need tablet, just to check what our activity online, show them how they use the modal, for example, how use the lesson, the online, and I think, teacher who has training, enough training, can help them, to do that. 
Interviewer: 	Can you give examples of how to use ICT in teaching a specific skill in English language?
Interviewee: 	Like , do you mean like reading listening
Interviewer: 	Yeah
Interviewee: 	Yeah, I think, if we give them, for example, an activity in reading, it's better if I give them a book, and tell them this lesson, and this reading, text but using presentations through PowerPoint makes it more easier.
Interviewer: 	Mhm
Interviewee:  	They have, or in laptop, for example, they can just read, and it's important when they using computer, if they have any unknown word or, they don't understand something, they can use, a translator, in the computer or aa, using any kind of translator to know or understand the text.
Interviewer: 	And that will help with the pronunciation as well?
Interviewee: 	yeah, yeah, and help the pronunciation as well.
Interviewer: 	alright, umm, now let's talk about the barriers and enablers, can you identify ICT barriers and enablers in teaching EFL in secondary schools in Saudi Arabia?
Interviewee: 	I think using the facilities in the schools is very important to help students and help teacher as well, to teach English language. Exactly English language or to teach the skills of English language, reading, listening, writing, and it's also help them to connect each other with each other in the home for example after they finish their school they can go home, and connect together and share the idea, together. Another point I here talk about is the training of the teacher, some teachers mmm have no enough idea about using the internet, for example. It's important to give courses for teachers who have no enough idea about that, give them, for example, three months teacher, to be perfect using this aa technology, in teaching foreign language students. And, they always use this technology, in, like, doing assignments, , doing assignment online and they can also get the feedback from their teacher, using their model or any kind of technology. So, umm, as I told you that, facilities in schools, very important, and training of the teacher is very important. Umm, but the negative things that if the school has no enough facilities, that would be a big problem for the students and a big problem for the teaching pedagogy as well. So I recommend that now all the schools in Saudi Arabia, or had, all the equipment that helps students to use ICT in education. 
Interviewer: 	So, how about you yourself, would you like to use it in your classrooms and would you like, really recommend it?
Interviewee: 	Yeah actually, I recommended that, because it's very important and it's very easy, to teach students, and helpful to make them umm understand that's easier than the traditional way that we used to use. In traditional way we can, we use to teach just using the board, using the, books, using the notes, to teach students, but now, with advanced technology, it mean umm that's everything would be easy, I like using it actually in my teaching and teaching students from primary school or umm secondary school, or middle school, it's alright I can use it, it's easy for me an easy for students as well.
