Interviewer: 	Selam aleikom, brother, thank you very much for coming and agreeing to participate in my interview and my research about the effects of EFLT shows technological pedagogical content knowledge effect on EFL teaching in Saudi Arabia. My name is Sammy, I am doing this research as a part of my, part of doctor of Philosophy degree at the University of New England. This interview will go through five main questions and it will take ten to fifteen minutes, maybe less, maybe more, and we'll mainly talking about ICT use inside the classroom for EFL teachers using it in EFL language teaching. So, let's start with the very beginning question number1, what do you think is the value of using ICT in EFL teaching and why?
Interviewee:	First I think  using ICT in EFL teaching is very helpful and it's very important in nowadays, because and really how this is seen and ever since lateral technology and the student can use it with these new device like IPhone, iPad, laptops and could be more comfortable for both students and teachers, because they don't have to attend class, and if they have something they cannot attend the class they can see the broadcast for this class,  by both sides, and they can look at it anywhere and every, an any time and this will be aa easy for both students and teacher, I think. I also think for those in classes using ICT facilities they are more into the class focusing with the teacher during the lesson. So, this tools can motivate students to get engaged with the lesson easily better than any other teaching methods.
Interviewer: 	Thank you. What kind of ICT skills do you have to enable EFL teaching? If you can give me example.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Interviewee: 	I have many skills, PowerPoint in the class, YouTube, aa Instagram, for example they can reading a story, aa on PowerPoint, they can do some exercise, also YouTube aa, they can use it for aa listening, watch to some aa mistakes that foreign students can make them, aa also on Twitter, aa they can ask aa question by Twitter and I make a quiet of competition, for example, the first three correct answer the student will get mark or correct answer will get a present or something or student can use Instagram, literally to learn how they say the exact pronunciation and they can watch it any time and it can broadcast to a lot of students for them from different schools. So but you know problem is to have technology in schools or not.
Interviewer: 	Ok, so what impact do you think ICT will have on EFL teaching?
Interviewee: 	I think the ICT will have positive impact in EFL teaching because like what I said we are in 2015 and to make the work and communicate between teachers and students aa more easily and I think that our students now they like to use the technology more than before. However, there should be a firm ICT policy within the ministry of education to make these usages more flexible.

Interviewee: 	it will be perfect for them to use ICT for learning English 
Interviewer: 	Ok, do you think there is a bit of negative impact sometimes?
Interviewee: 	Sometimes, maybe yeah. I think maybe it has.
Interviewer: 	negative impact?
Interviewee: 	Yeah, I think maybe to have a maybe sometime like 
Interviewer: 	like there is no to interaction inside the classroom or maybe... we'' ll talk more about it in question nr 5 but now question nr 4 which say how do you use ICT in your EFL teaching? And if you do any of this, line up. 
Interviewee: 	I do this, like, aa I do this in PowerPoint, by YouTube, by Instagram, by Twitter cause aa see I ..
Interviewer: 	That's interesting, interesting, so you may be using the social medias and all those Facebook, Twitters in nowadays, can you give me an example of how to use ICT in your teaching?
Interviewee: 	Like what I said over and over they can listen to my voice and they can also sometimes pronounce some words, they can learn some learn another meaning for some word they just maybe know about one meaning for word and they can learn about how they can use it in different ways.
Interviewer: 	Mhm
Interviewee: 	you can find a lot of teacher now on aa Twitter and Instagram, and they have a lot of throughout because on listening student like to use technology to read it.
Interviewer:		 Do you think the fourth skill of learning English using write English and reading can be done using ICT?
Interviewee: 	Yes, sure. You can find a lot of Twitter accounts or Instagram, you know, you can find the true answer is increasing every day English vocabulary. And it will the students like to use the facility and like to find better ways in learning through on YouTube, Instagram, Twitter.
Interviewer: 	That's what you think. Let's go together through my last question, which is can you identify ICT barriers and enablers in EFL teaching in secondary schools in Saudi Arabia? So let's start by the barriers if you can identify the barriers that think that any bad ideas about ICT does inside of the classroom?
Interviewee: 	I think barriers could be like school location.
Interviewer: 	Mhm
Interviewee: 	because we have some schools out of towns.
Interviewer: 	like urban areas?
Interviewee: 	Yes non-Urban areas so schools they are, maybe they don’t even have internet connection, sometimes maybe to shop under the floor, also they may not have enough technology and if there is computer it might be used for school administration by principle. So ok see In my school, which is located in Alaqiq as you know this place out of the city, there is only one computer in the head of school office. This computer used for administrative issue like issuing letters and typing the exams papers and other administrative issue for the school. It cannot be used for you know the lesson preparation, or any other teaching related subject. Additionally, there is no Internet connection to this only computer and the all area does not have signals for mobile phone but luckily we have a land phone
Interviewer: 	They fear of internet as well 
Interviewee: 	Also I think, some of the barriers of the knowledge of the future, so maybe all of teachers can use technology to teach students and knowledge of the students also, I think, I think that must all of students can use technology to study, and 
Interviewer: 	and communicate to a teacher
Interviewee:	 communicate to a teacher with technology and with aa English language of that time. Also I think availability of ICT in schools one of current good ideas because it's new technology and they didn't us it before, also, the school budget also I think is another issue
Interviewer: 	Ok, 
Interviewee: 	some schools have a limit budget so
Interviewer: 	it's a financial matter
Interviewee: 	so they have to increase its budget of these school so they can go shopping for technology. 
Interviewer: 	so they could buy more ICT equipment and stuff like that
Interviewee: 	Yeah, yeah, also I think technical issues, like or sometimes can put and also a number of students in each classroom because some classes have up forty or thirty students per class, this I think a big issue for teachers to use ICT, also student in the class can , they can’t focus
Interviewer: 	You mean, the number of students is very large?
Interviewee: 	yeah, very large and the students can focus on the for on the lesson and lose a lot from it. 
Interviewee: 	Lesson, yeah, and the teacher will waste their time, and he can't maybe control all of this large classes sometimes
Interviewer: 	Yah, yah, how about enablers?
Interviewee: 	I think provide the ICT facilities to schools and I think schools when they provide this facility or be like a modern school.
Interviewer: 	Mhm
Interviewee: 	and positive vibe for classes and training for teacher and student
Interviewer: 	that's the point 
Interviewee: 	to, yeah and also provide schools with IT support unit and they offer use of all other people who have ICT knowledge in schools
Interviewer: 	Mhmm
Interviewee: 	to control on what will happen on all this technology and fix it when it needs be fixed, also aa allow the student to use ICT, like actually  like a written are duties their homework and communicate with aa teachers, ICT they cannot attend the class or they have homework, and with some quiz, on ICT and they have to do it on ICT  they can use on ICT to, they can use ICT and know all about it. Yeah
Interviewer: 	That's interesting, my last question is, which came up of this stage, do you believe that EFL students should have access to ICT facilities? And you believe that students should have access to all this facility in the classroom?
Interviewee: 	Yeah, I think so
Interviewer: 	Can you say why?
Interviewee: 	well like I said first thing, we are in 2015 and I think that will be interesting to students to use  all these facilities when they feel the classes interesting they will try to focus and understand and it would be helpful for students, so I still think yeah
